Preghiera (“prayer”) comes from Rossini’s opera Moses in Egypt. “The ‘Preghiera’ is sung by
Moses and the Israelites near the end of the opera just prior to their passage through the
Red Sea. This prayer was immensely popular during the 19th-century. It was performed by
two marching bands of the Garde nationale during Rossini’s funeral procession in
Paris...and sung twice by a chorus of about 500 as the casket was carried into Santa Croce
